Meadow Vista Protection opposes the motion filed by the Ronald Zumbrun Law Firm to be
relieved as counsel. The petitioner states that the client has not paid its legal
bills for December 2006 to present when in fact the client has paid the Zumbrun Law
Firm $18,000 in February 2007 and $15,000 on June 26" 2007 and has so far made
payments of over $100,000 to the Zumbrun Law Firm since the client executed the Legal
Services Agreement on May 24, 2006. Meadow Vista Protection is committed to paying
the Zumbrun legal bill if we can work out issues regarding what we believe to be over
billing and inefficient use of attorney resources. The Zumbrun Law Firm has increased
its client legal costs at every opportunity including adding injury, harm and nuisance

to the original complaint against the better judgment of its client, filing and
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winning a motion of continuance against the original June 8" 2007 trial date, changing
the status of the complaint to a jury trial, filing a motion of summary adjudication
in February 2007 when the client clearly did not have the funds to support such
action, billing the client for private meetings between the Zumbrun Law Firm's
partners without the presence of the client and extensive research related to the
injury and harm portions of the complaint that the client opposed filing in the first

place and the Zumbrun Law Firm later recommended to remove.

The petitioner also states that the attorney-client relationship has deteriorated and
that there is an increasing failure of communication when to the contrary the MVP
board recently met with the petitioner on June 26" 2007 and discussed the possible
scenarios for the future of the case. The Zumbrun Law Firm had previously suggested
in May 2007 that MVP settle with Chevreaux for the amount owed the Zumbrun Law Firm by
MVP. Ronald Zumbrun recently suggested in July that we drop the complaint without
prejudice and thus avoid his filing a motion to be relieved as MVP's counsel. MVP
never threatened its counsel with leaking information to the press, but the Zumbrun
Law Firm has repeatedly threatened MVP with dropping its client whenever MVP

questioned the current direction or costs of ongoing litigation.

MVP opposes the motion that the Ronald Zumbrun Law Firm be relieved as counsel because
it completely prejudices the MVP case at this late date before trial. MVP has
invested a huge sum of money and time in the Zumbrun Law Firm and losing that
knowledge and financial investment at this point would have an extremely adverse
impact on MVP, the Meadow Vista community, and SCV19614. If MVP was forced to find
new representation, it would be even more costly and difficult if not impossible to
get new counsel ready in time for trial in ten or less weeks. If new counsel for MVP
could be found, they would be forced to seek a continuation of the trial in this

court.
